General: 


4th AILC meeting was organized coupled with the visit of School of Electrical Engineering and Computer Science (SEECS) of NUST to know their R&D activities in collaboration with industry and to understand the concept of Technology Incubation Centre and idea of Technology Park. The visit was conducted on the first day of the meeting dated August 12, 2009 followed by the meeting on the next day (August 13, 2009) at PEC HQ, Islamabad.

DAY-1 (NUST Visit, August 12, 2009)
· The Meeting started at 1000 hrs at SEECS, NUST with the recitation from Holy Quran by the Convener (Engr. Zahid Arif). 
· The Convener introduced himself and members of AILC followed by introduction of Dr. Arshad, DG, SEECS and his colleague Dr. Abid Ghumman.
· Dr. Arshad gave quick presentation, where he elaborated the efforts carried out by NUST in the context of Academia-Industry Linkages.
· A Video was also shown to the committee regarding scientific / robotic competition among young school students upto Matric level with the sole purpose to create interest in Science & Technology and synergy required to hunt young potential talent for future.
· The presentation followed by the labs and facilities visit of the committee where he explained about different Academia-Industry linkages activities / projects being carried out presently, and the qualified faculty involved in these international collaborative projects of worth 2.75 Million US $.
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· The Committee appreciated the NUST initiatives, especially project names as “EXYLENT” (Excellent Young Leaders Natural Talent) for young school students to attract and trained towards Science & Technology areas.
· The committee was of the view that the NUST is doing excellent work in international collaborations but what lacking is that there are no collaborative projects of R&D observed with national industry. Therefore, we may not expect a big change in the capacity building of national industry because these efforts are not playing any part / role at national level which is very important.
· Being a national institution NUST must cater through its own resources for creating such projects with local industry / market which can develop our national industry.
· The committee thanked the DG, NUST for his time and presentation and appreciated him for his principle agreement to the following proposals by the convener of AILC:
· Two students enrolled in 3-4th year in the field of Electrical, Electronics and Computer Sciences / IT Technology from NWFP & Balochistan will be accepted by NUST (SEECS) for 2 months R&D training in their relevant fields every year.
· A similar nature of EXYLENT-workshop will be organized at NWFP, UET, Peshawar in collaboration of NUST for Matric / F.Sc. talented students. The NUST (SEECS) faculty will assign different tasks to selected groups of students to complete these projects within stipulated time. The winners will be encouraged with some award by AILC in a science competition under the patronage support of Governor NWFP.
· Later on the committee visited the office of the Rector, who was assisted by Pro- Rector & Advisor on Industrial Links for NUST.
· The Committee had extensive discussion on the issue. The convener also mentioned that the PEC-AIGR had a detail presentation to the Governor NWFP on 5th of August 2009 and requested him to be the Partner-In-Chief of AIGR-PEC initiatives for NWFP. He very kindly accepted the offer and impressed with the pace of the progress on his important but neglected issue since long.

· The rector was impressed by the progress by PEC AILC. He requested the Convener, Engr. Zahid Arif to be the member of Cooperative Advisory Council of NUST. The Convener accepted with thanks.
· Meeting ended with a vote of thank to and by the chair.
