July 93 incorporating editorial amendments and was then issued to various
organizations in the country. With the passage of time, thisent was developed

into a complete bidding document which was notified for implementation by
Government of Pakistan. On the basis of feedback received from the users of this
document and comments from PPRA in September 2005, it is revised upto June 11,
2007.1t is expected that use of this document will provide an equitable and just basis

of contract agreements for procurement of electrical and mechanical works in line

with the international practice and relevant PEC -Bayes thus minimizing
ambiguitiesand likely contractual disputes.

This document is primarily based on the Bidding Documents prepared by WAPDA
and comprises Instructions to Bidders

This document incorporatédDIC General Conditions of Contract for Electrical and
Mechanical Works (1987Edition reprinted 1988 with editorial amendments),
ParticularConditions of Contract and sample Schedules required for bidding.

This document is to be used fall projects with estimated value of more than
Rs. 25 Million. Current revision of tis document is based on Public Procurement
Rules 2004 and users feedback.

This document has been approved by ECNEC in its meeting®dNd&mber, 2007.

The document has been notified by Planning Commission, Government of Pakistan
vide Notification No. 8(60)WR/PC/2008 dated " Zebruary, 2008. It is, therefore,
mandatory for all engineering organizations anepaitmentsat Federal and
Provincial level and district governmertts use this document for procurement of
electrical andmechanicalvorksfunded locally and/or through donor agencies.

Costs, Overhead Chrges and Profit

Whenever by these Conditions the Contractor is entitled to be paid cost, such cost
shall be properly incurred and shall include any overhead charges properly
allocable thereto but not profit unless so stated.

Unless otherwise specified in Part Il the Contractor shall not be required to
disclose to the Employer or the Engineer the Contractor's confidential
manufacturing drawings, designs, knbew or manufacturing practices,
processes or operations.

The Contractor shall be responsible for any errors or omissions in the Contractor's
Drawings unless they are due to incorrect Employer's Drawings or other written
information supplied by ther&ployer or the Engineer.

Representative. Notice of such appointment (being not less than 14 days) shall be
given by the Engineer to the Contractor.

Inspection and Testing uring Manufacture

The Engineer shall be entitled during manufacture to inspect, examine and test the
materials and workmanship and check the progress of manufacture of all Plant to
be supplied under the Contract. This shall take place on the Contrpotonises
during working hours. If Plant is being manufactured on other premises, the
Contractor shall obtain permission for the Engineer to carry out such inspection,
examination and testing on those premises.

No such inspection, examination or testsiwall release the Contractor from any
obligation under the Contract.

Dates for Inspection and Testing

The Contractor shall agree with the Engineer the time and place for the testing of
any Plant as provided in the Contract. The Engineer shalltgez€ontracto24
hours notice of his intention to attend the tests.

If the Engineer does not attend on the date agreed, the Contractor may, unless the
Engineer instructs the Contractor not to do so, proceed with the tests, which shall
be deemed to hay®een made in the Engineer's presence.

The Contractor shall forthwith forward to the Engineer duly certified copies of the
test results. If the Engineer has not attended the test, he shall accept the validity of
the test readings.

Facilities for Teging

Where the Contract provides for tests on the premises of the Contractor or of any
Subcontractor, the Contractor shall provide such assistance, labour materials,
electricity, fuel, stores, apparatus and instruments as may be necessary to carry out
the test efficiently.

Certificate of Testing

When Plant has passed the tests referred to in this Clause, the Engineer shall
furnish to the Contractor a certificate or endorse the Contractor's test certificate to
that effect.

Rejection

If, asa result of the inspection, examination or testing referred to in Clause 20, the
Engineer decides that any Plant is defective or otherwise not in accordance with
the Contract, he may reject such Plant and shall notify the Contractor thereof
immediately. he notice shall state the Engineer's objections with reasons. The
Engineer shall not reject any Plant for minor defects which do not affect the

commercial operation of such Plant.

The Contractor shall then with all speed make good the defect or enguemyh
rejected Plant complies with the Contract.

If the Engineer requires such Plant to be retested, the testbshgleated under

the same terms and conditions. All costs incurred by the Employer by the
repetition of the tests shall be deductedrfdhe Contract Price.

Permission to Deliver

The Contractor shall apply in writing to the Engineer for permission to deliver any

Plant or Contractor's equipment to the Site. No Plant or Contractor's Equipment
may be delivered to the Site without tEegineer's written permission.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the reception on Site of the Plant and
Contractor's Equipment.

Suspension of Works, Delivery or Erection

Order to Suspend

The Engineer may at any time instruct the Condraio:

(a)suspend progress of the Works, or

(b)suspend delivery of Plant or Contractor's Equipment which is ready for
delivery to the Site at the time for delivery specified in the Programme, or if no
time is specified, at the time appropriate fdoibe delivered, or

(c)suspend the erection of Plant which has been delivered to the Site,

When the Contractor is prevented from delivering or erecting Plant in accordance
with the Programme the Engineer shall be deemed to have instructed a suspension
except when such prevention is caused by the Contractor's default.

The Contractor shall during suspension protect and secure the Works or Plant
affected at the Contractor's works or elsewhere or at the Site, as the case may be,
against any deterioratipfoss or damage.

Cost of Suspension

The additional cost incurred by the Contractor in protection, securing and insuring
the Works or Plant and in following the Engineer's instructions undeC&use

23.1 and in resumption of the work, shall loel@d to the Contract Price.

The Contractor shall not be entitled to be paid any additional costs if such
suspension is necessary by reason of a default on the part of the Contractor.

The Contractor shall not be entitled to additional costs unless tifeesrdhe
Engineer of his intention to make such claim, within 28 days after receipt of the

order to suspend progress or delivery or of the date of deemed suspension under
SubClause 23.1.

Payment in Event of Suspension

The Contractor shall be ethéd to payment for Plant which has not been delivered

to Site if the work on Plant or delivery of Plant has been suspended for more than
28 days. After 28 days of suspension, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment
of the value of such Plant as a¢ tthate of suspension.

A certificate of payment shall be issued on condition that:

(a)the Contractor has marked the Plant as the Employer's property in accordance
with the Engineer's instructions, and

(b)the suspension is not due to the Contractefaudt.
Prolonged Suspension

If suspension under Clause 23.1. has continued for more than 84 days, and the
suspension is not due to the Contractor's default, the Contractor may by notice to
the Engineer require permission to proceed within 28 days.

If permission is not granted within that time, the Contractor may treat the
suspension as an omission under Clause 31 of the Section it affects, or if the
suspension affects the whole of the Works, terminate the Contract and the
provisions of Clause 4¢hall apply.

Resumption of Work

If the Contractor chooses not to treat prolonged suspension as an omission or
termination under Sullause 24.3, the Employer shall upon the request of the
Contractor, take over the responsibility for protectionragfe, security and
insurance of the suspended Works and the risk of loss or damage thereto shall
thereupon pass to the Employer.

After receipt of permission or an order to proceed, the Contractor, shall after due
notice to the Engineer, examine the Worksd the Plant affected by the
suspension. The Contractor shall make good any deterioration or defect in or loss
of the Works or Plant that may have occurred during the suspension. Cost
properly incurred by the Contractor which would not have been incbueébr

the suspension shall be added to the Contract Price together with profit.

The Contractor shall not be entitled to payment for costs incurred in making good
any deterioration, defect or loss caused by faulty workmanship or materials or by
the Cortractor's failure to take the measures specified inGahbse 23.1.

If the Employer has taken over risk and responsibility for the suspended Works
under this SulClause, risk and responsibility shall revert to the Contractor 14
days after receipt of thgermission or order to proceed.

Completion
Time for Completion

The Works shall be completed and shall have passed the Tests on Completion
within the Time for Completion

Extension of Time for Completion

The Contractor may claim an extemsiof the Time for Completion if he is or will
be delayed in completing the Works by any of the following causes:

(a)extra or additional work ordered in writing under Clause 31,
(b)exceptional adverse weather conditions,

(c)physical obstructions oroaditions which could not reasonably have been
foreseen by the Contractor,

(d)Employer's or Engineer's instructions, otherwise than by reason of the
Contractor's default,

(e)the failure of the Employer to fulfil any of his obligations under the Cantrac
(Ndelay by any other contractor engaged by the Employer,

(g)any suspension of the Works under Clause 23, except when due to the
Contractor's default,

(h)any industrial dispute,

(the Employer's Risks,

(j)Force Majeure.

The Contractor shaljive to the Engineer notice of his intention to make a claim
for an extension of time within 14 days of the circumstances for such a claim
becoming known to the Contractor. The notice shall be followed as soon as
possible by the claim with full supportimigtails.

The Engineer shall, after due consultation with the Employer and the Contractor,
grant the Contractor from time to time, either prospectively or retrospectively,
such extension of Time for Completions as may be justified. The Engineer shall

notify the Employer and the Contractor accordingly.

The Contractor shall be entitled to such extension whether the delay occurs before
or after the Time for Completion.
